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Article 1 This Ordinance is aimed at maintaining a peaceful and clean entertainment

environment for the citizens of Tokyo and preventing the occurrence of harm to

personal bodies and property by regulating unfair solicitation, collection of fees, etc.
related to sexual entertainment business and provision of space to sex-related
prohibited businesses.
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(Partial Amendment of Ordinance No. 180 of 2004, No. 180 of 2006)
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(Definition)
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Article 2 In this Ordinance, "sexual entertainment business” means a business that falls under any



of the following.
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(1) A business that establishes a business office and provides services to contact customers

of the opposite sex at the business office in response to the customers’ sexual curiosity.
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(2) A business that provides services that contact customers of the opposite sex in response to the

customers’ sexual curiosity at a person's residence or a facility used for lodging or resting, and

the person that performs the service entities operated by accepting the customers’ request and
dispatching the person providing services.
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(3) A business that establishes a business office and entertains customers at the business office

(Act on Regulation of Adult Entertainment Business and Optimization of Operation (Act No. 122

of 1948. Hereinafter referred to as the "Act on Control and Improvement of Entertainment

Business".) meaning entertainment prescribed in Article 2, paragraph (3)) by serving customers

with food and drinks at bars, taverns, and other businesses that provide alcoholic beverages to

customers.
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2 In this Ordinance, "sex-related prohibited business" means business that falls under any of the
following.
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(1) By establishing a store, a business that conducts an illegal act stipulated in Penal Law (Law

No. 45 of 1907) Article 175 or Act on the Regulation and Punishment of Acts related to Child

Prostitution, Child Pornography, and Protection of Children (Law No. 52 of 1999)
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(2) Basing on the provisions of Article 28, paragraph (1) of the Entertainment Law (including
cases where it is applied pursuant to the provisions of Article 31-3, paragraph (2)) or Article 28,
paragraph (2) (including the case where it is applied pursuant to the provisions of paragraph (2)
of Article 31-3)) , a business that establishes a reception place (a facility for conducting
entertainment business (the same shall apply hereinafter) that violates the provisions of Article
10 of Ordinance for Enforcement of Law Concerning Regulation of Adult Entertainment
Businesses and Optimization of Business (Tokyo Metropolitan Ordinance No. 128 of 1984)
(limited to the part related to business at the reception office).)
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3 In this Ordinance, "designated sexual entertainment business” means the business listed in
paragraph (1), item (1) (excluding the business listed in Article 2, paragraph (6), item (i) of

Amusement Control Law) or in the business listed in paragraph (1), item (iii) designated areas of
business that fall under any of the above (in consideration of the occurrence of damage to personal
bodies and property due to unfair solicitation, collection of fees, etc., and the area shall be
regulated pursuant to the provisions of Chapter 4), the Tokyo Metropolitan Public Safety
Commission (hereafter referred to as the "Public Safety Commission™) designates an area of
Tokyo that is recognized as having a high need to operate within the Tokyo metropolitan area.

instruct the person that operates the sexual entertainment business, etc. as provided in the preceding
article.

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Acrticle 2-4 If a person who operates sexual entertainment business fails to follow the instructions

under the provisions of the preceding article, or if a person who operates sexual entertainment

business, or the relevant employee violates the provisions of Article 7 or Article 7-2, paragraph (1)

of the Nuisance Prevention Ordinance with respect to business , the Public Safety Commission may

order to suspend all or part of the business to the person who operates the sexual entertainment
business, etc. for a period not exceeding six months.
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2 In case the Public Safety Commission has given an instruction pursuant to the provisions of

paragraph (2) of the preceding Article to a person that operates sexual entertainment business, if the

person violates the provisions, within three months after the said instruction, by receiving a

commission and operating the sexual entertainment business or any other person that solicits people

to become customers or engage in services, or advertises or promotes, with respect to the business,
the Public Safety Commission may order to suspend all or part of the business for a period not
exceeding six months.

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Article 2-5 When the Public Safety Commission orders the suspension of sexual entertainment

business pursuant to the provisions of the preceding article, the said order issued in accordance with

the Tokyo Metropolitan Public Safety Commission Rules (hereinafter referred to as "Public Safety

Commission Rules") shall be affixed in a readily visible place at the entrance of the facility

pertaining to the order.
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2 A person that has received an order pursuant to the provisions of the preceding article may apply
for removing the mark from the facility to which the mark was affixed pursuant to the provisions
of the preceding paragraph of the Public Safety Commission Rules. If any of the following
reasons exist, the Public Safety Commission shall remove the mark.
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(1) When trying to use the facility for purposes other than the relevant business.

No person may destroy or deface the mark affixed pursuant to the provisions of paragraph (1),

and unless the period of order prescribed in the preceding Article regarding the facility has passed,

should not be removed.

the mark is affixed pursuant to the provisions of the preceding paragraph and other third parties that

have legitimate rights to use the building, and the provisions of paragraph (4) of the same Article
shall apply to the mark affixed pursuant to the provisions of the preceding paragraph. In this case,

"the relevant business™ in item (i) of paragraph (2) of the same Article shall be read as "sex-related

prohibited businesses”, and in paragraph (4) of the same Article "the period of the order prescribed



in the preceding Article pertaining to the facility" shall be read as "the period specified on the

provisions of Article 2-8, paragraph (3) pertaining to the building."
