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MoU concluded between the TMG and Trade and Investment Queensland

The Tokyo Metropolitan Government (TMG) is working to expand hydrogen demand and
facilitate the early social adoption of hydrogen throughout Tokyo, with the aim of ensuring a
stable energy supply and promoting decarbonization.

On 2 December, the TMG Bureau of Industrial and Labor Affairs concluded a Memorandum
of Understanding (MoU) on Cooperation in Trade and Investment Related to Clean Energy,
with Trade and Investment Queensland.

Under the MoU, the TMG and the Queensland Government will cooperate to further the
interests of both parties in trade and investment in fields such as staff exchanges and the
social implementation of clean energy. Furthermore, both parties will hold periodic meetings
to promote cooperation.
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Across four days in the first week of December, the TMG held online Working Group Thematic Meetings as part of
the .

Working-level staff from 44 cities (including Tokyo) participated in the meetings, which were themed around the
topics of “Child-Oriented Policy,” “Non-Structural Measures for Disaster Prevention,” “Utilization of Renewable and
New Energy,” and “Promotion of Greening.” Officials presented relevant issues faced by their cities, specific
measures being taken to address them, and other information, furthering the sharing of wisdom and expertise
among cities (For more details, visit the ). An online Working Group Plenary Meeting to review the results of
the thematic meetings is scheduled to take place on 21 January 2025.
