(2) Tokyo Governor Koike speaks at the Davos Agenda

On January 27, Governor Koike participated in the Mobilizing Action on Climate Change session of the
Davos Agenda held by the World Economic Forum.

In this session, Governor Koike announced that Tokyo will, by 2030, reduce greenhouse gas
emissions by 50% from year 2000 levels, and increase the use of electricity generated from
renewable sources to 50%. Under the slogan “TIME TO ACT,” Tokyo will accelerate actions for
“carbon half style,” reducing carbon emissions by half, and also further promote initiatives for a
sustainable recovery, such as establishing Tokyo as a leader in the green finance market, in order to
contribute to the world’s decarbonization. The entire session can be viewed at the following link.

In December 2019, the TMG formulated the Zero Emission Tokyo Strategy, which sets forth the
roadmap for achieving net zero carbon emissions by 2050. It outlines the 2050 goals and concrete
actions to take up to 2030, including spreading the use of zero emission vehicles, resource recycling,
and climate change adaptation measures, in addition to measures that have been taken up to now to
save energy and use renewable energy.
