(2) Tokyo and Los Angeles sign an MoU on exchange and cooperation
On Friday, August 27th, Governor Koike and Mayor Eric Garcetti of Los Angeles concluded an
agreement to deepen cooperation between the two cities in areas such as the environment and
promoting gender equality. Since signing an agreement in 2018, the cities have also developed ties as
host cities of the Tokyo 2020 Games and LA 2028 Games. Click here to view the Memorandum of
Understanding between the City of Los Angeles and the Tokyo Metropolitan Government.

(3) Governor Koike and the mayors of Paris and Los Angeles issue a message
The leaders of Olympic and Paralympic Games host cities, Governor Koike (Tokyo 2020), Mayor Anne
Hidalgo (Paris 2024), and Mayor Eric Garcetti (Los Angeles 2028) issued a video message to mark the

conclusion of the Tokyo 2020 Games. In the message, Governor Koike explains that Paris and Los Angeles
will carry on the legacy of the Tokyo 2020 Games by delivering a sustainable, diverse, and inclusive
Games. She also expresses her hope that the three cities will work together to achieve a sustainable
recovery and build an even brighter future.

(4) Governor Koike participates in the U20 Mayors Summit
On Friday, September 3rd, the Urban 20 (U20)* Mayors Summit, a hybrid online and in-person conference,
was held in Rome, Italy, gathering leaders of U20 participating cities and others for discussions. Tokyo, a
member of the Urban 20, participated in the summit via a video message given by Governor Koike. In the
message, Governor Koike expresses support for the U20 2021 Communiqué and introduces relevant TMG
measures.
