(1)TIME TO ACT Climate Action Forum held on October 14th
To speed up effective actions to realize a carbon-neutral world, the Tokyo Metropolitan Government
has rolled out the TIME TO ACT climate action movement. On Thursday, October 14th, the TMG
organized the TIME TO ACT: Climate Action Forum with Accelerating Efforts Toward “Carbon Half”’ by
2030 as the main theme.

The online forum featured discussions on the growing threat posed by the climate change and specific
actions to confront the challenge, which were streamed live to the world. The heads of major cities
leading the way in the fight against climate change and leaders from various fields took part in the
High-Level Session. Participants included Mayor of Los Angeles Eric Garcetti, Governor of Jakarta
Anies Baswedan, and British Ambassador toJapan Julia Longbottom.

At the forum, Governor Koike spoke about TMG initiatives to realize Zero Emission Tokyo, including the
launch of studies on the introduction of a new scheme that will require certain new houses and other
buildings to install solar power systems, as well as studies on further strengthening and expanding
schemes already being implemented under Tokyo’s environmental ordinances, such as the Tokyo Cap-
and-Trade Program.

(2) Report on the Sustainable Recovery Tokyo Forum held on August 7th now available

On Saturday, August 7th, the Tokyo Metropolitan Government organized the Sustainable Recovery
Tokyo Forum (Re StaRT). At the conference, Tokyo and participating cities, including future Summer
Olympic and Paralympic Games host cities Paris (2024) and Los Angeles (2028), adopted the Tokyo
Declaration on Sustainable Recovery. While seeking support for the declaration from additional cities
around the world and working with these cities, the TMG will establish a new network to share
knowledge and initiatives related to sustainable recovery.

We have released the report on the forum, which we would like to share with you. The report contains
a record of remarks made by all of the speakers at the conference. We hope that you will take a look.

Located in the center of Tokyo, surrounded by high-rise buildings, Hama-rikyu Gardens is the largest

of the Tokyo Metropolitan Gardens. Hama-rikyu Garden’s tidal pond is actually formed by seawater
drawn from Tokyo Bay. Since this type of authentic tidal pond is rare in modern times, the gardens are

a popular tourist spot in Tokyo.
