Upon invitation by the UK Parliament House of Lords Environment and Climate Change Committee,
Governor Koike participated online in a discussion on behavior change. She explained the measures
taken by the Tokyo government to address environmental issues and climate change, such as Team
Mottainai*, an initiative to encourage behavioral change in personal consumption for reduction of food
loss and energy use. She also spoke about the important role of local governments.
