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The Tokyo Metropolitan Government launched a new international network

Global City Network for Sustainability (G-NETS), to enable cities that are on the



frontlines of response to the threat of infectious diseases, climate change, and other
serious crises, to deepen collaboration and use their collective knowledge and
experiences to address these threats. The leaders of the world’s maijor cities will be
invited to Tokyo next February for a mayor/governor level meeting.

Prior to this, an online meeting for working-level staff was held from September
7 through 9, with participants from 30 cities from Europe, Asia, Africa, the
Americas and Oceania . And in the near future a senior officials meeting will be held
to prepare a communiqué. This network will work to realize a sustainable future by

playing a proactive role in finding solutions to common challenges facing cities.

Governor Koike has recently visited Jakarta and Kuala Lumpur.

In Jakarta, she attended the U20 Mayors Summit. Tokyo reported its
initiatives, experiences and expertise on topics including climate change
response, making vehicles zero emission, and realizing an inclusive society,
and strengthened its partnerships with other cities.

In Kuala Lumpur, with the aim to further promote cooperation on
technological issues concerning urban infrastructure, she visited and had
discussions at places including a startup and an energy company. In
addition, a Letter of Intent on technological cooperation was signed
between Tokyo and Kuala Lumpur in the presence of H.E. Dato’ Seri Dr.
Shahidan Kassim, Minister of Federal Territories, confirming cooperation
between our two cities.

Tokyo Updates Article
The Grand Nature of Tokyo's "Citizens' Forests"

Tokyo's "Citizens' Forests" in Hinohara and Okutama, located in the city's western
Tama area, let you hike, observe local flora, and enjoy the abundance of nature
found within the city limits year-round.

Tokyo has a strong reputation as an urban metropolis, but in fact, about 40% of our
total area is covered in forest. In an attempt to bring our people closer to this wealth
of nature, the Tokyo Metropolitan Government designated two particular areas as
Tomin no Mori ("Citizens' Forests") about 30 years ago.

They are known as Hinohara Forest of Tokyo Citizens, located in Hinohara Village,
and Okutama Forest of Tokyo Citizens, located in Okutama Town. Both are found
in the mountains of western Tokyo, situated within Chichibu-Tama-Kai National Park
straddling Saitama, Yamanashi, and Nagano prefectures. Each is set up with
facilities that serve as a base for activities in the area. Here, we introduce some of
the forests' unique characteristics and ways to enjoy them.
