Tokyo has been holding “Tokyo Ambassadors Night” every year to introduce Tokyo'’s
policies to the ambassadors posted to Tokyo, in order to deepen their understanding of
Tokyo and strengthen collaboration with the embassies and representative offices. This
was held as a video presentation for the past two years due to the pandemic, but this
year, we were able to hold this in person at a unique venue, SMALL WORLDS TOKYO,
on January 24, welcoming 153 participants from 103 embassies, etc. It was a very lively
event with not only panels and videos introducing Tokyo’s policies, but also hands-on
experiences and a stage performance featuring a collaboration between a traditional

Japanese instrument and kendama, a wooden skill toy played with a ball and spike.
