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Governor Koike visits Abu Dhabi and Dubai

From November 30 to December 3, 2023, Governor Koike visited Abu Dhabi and Dubai in the United Arab Emirates (UAE).

: In Abu Dhabi, Governor Koike participated in a panel discussion at the Student Energy Summit, the world’s largest
: student-led energy conference, where she explained topics such as the TMG’s initiatives to mitigate climate change
before an audience of many students from around the world. She also met with H.E. Mr. Mohammed Ali Al Shorafa
: Al Hammadi, Chairman of the Department of Municipalities and Transport of Abu Dhabi, and the two leaders signed
: an MOU confirming further cooperation between Abu Dhabi and Tokyo in areas including digital transformation and
: climate change measures.

In Dubai, the governor attended COP 28, where she spoke at
the plenary session of the first-ever official COP Local Climate
Action Summit (LCAS), which brought together city leaders. The
governor promoted the fact that the TMG will strongly advance
efforts to use hydrogen and announced various initiatives,
